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Dear Partners,

2010 was by far TP-LINK's best year to date. If global sales volumes were the only metric by which we
measured our success, this would still be so. However, we made many other great strides that will lead to
an even more impressive 2011.

Global sales topped 650 million US dollars last year with Chinese and overseas sales combined. This
amounts to a 40% annual growth rate and marks a milestone with annual sales exceeding the half-billion
dollar mark. International sales growth, excluding domestic Chinese sales, reached upwards of 60%
year-on-year, a clear indication of how quickly TP-LINK is growing around the world.

This past year’s success is largely due to a more advanced product line, increased market exposure, local
sales and support initiatives and extremely effective cost and quality controls.

Beyond sales, milestones were also reached in other areas of our business, with TP-LINK WLAN and
Broadband CPE products capturing the largest market share holding Worldwide, at 20.8% and 16.9%
respectively, of any other networking brand according to data published from research institute, In-Stat
based on shipping data from the fourth quarter of 2010. This marks a significant development in our
growth to becoming one of the World’s leading networking brands.

Our SMB product line has also been gaining market share with our switches ranked fourth among the
World’s largest vendors with 13% market share. We are continuing to invest in our SMB product line and
will continue to gain market share with more advanced solutions and higher quality branding.

Individual TP-LINK products also had their fair share of the spotlight last year, winning over 150 awards
from 70 different news media publications, both online and in print, around the world. Our PR efforts are
now in full swing and we should see marked gains in the amount of press coverage that our brand and
products receive, creating more brand recognition, and loyalty on the way to making TP-LINK a
household brand name.

TP-LINK was also issued the AA class qualification from China Customs. The AA rating is the highest that
can be awarded to a Chinese enterprise, importing and exporting products to and from the mainland. The
AA classification comes with benefits that will help to facilitate customs clearance more quickly, which
will greatly accelerate declaration matters allowing for faster response times to ever-growing demand in
overseas markets. This will help to improve TP-LINK's image to customers abroad and improve response
times to changing factors in our industry, allowing us to become more competitive and flexible than our
competitors.

TP-LINK's global reach has extended to a number of new local markets to improve our support with sales,
market, and technical support services, local warehousing and rapid response times. We now have
branches in 14 countries around the World.
